Why?

Because they have to be shipped by train fromdhtofy
to the launch site, and the railroad line from fhaetory
runs through a tunnel in the mountains.

The SRBs have to be made to fit through that tunnel

The railway tunnel is only slightly wider than theilroad
track which is the standard US railroad gauge fefet 8.5
inches.

That's an odd number. Why is that gauge used?

Because that's the way they built them in England] the
US railroads were primarily built by English expates.

But why did the English build them like that? Besa the
first rail lines in England were built by the sampeople
who built the pre-railroad horse drawn trams, analt’'s
the gauge they used.

But why did ‘they’ use that gauge then?

Because the people who built the tramways useddhee
jigs and tools that they used for building horsaver
wagons, which used that particular wheel spacing.

But why did the wagons have that particular wheel
spacing? Well, if they tried to use any other spgadhe
wooden wagon wheels would not fit into the whee$ rof
the old, long distance roads in England, and thewlav
soon be broken into pieces.

So who built those old rutted roads?

The first long distance roads in Europe (and Erdjlavere
built by Imperial Rome for their legions, and thasads
have been used ever since. And the ruts? Thalinits,
which everyone else had to match for fear of dgsigp
their wagon wheels and wagons, were first made by
Roman war chariots. Since the chariots were made f
Imperial Rome, they were all made exactly to thmesa
specifications.

(The quality control procedures of that time weirame
and effective. Anyone who made a chariot for tlen@n
Empire and did not closely follow the specificasomad
their hands chopped off.)

But why that particular (4 feet and 8.5 inches)capg?
Because the Imperial Roman war chariots were maste |
wide enough to accommodate the back ends of two war
horses, so that the wheels would follow where thesés’
hooves had been.

Thus, we have the answer to the original questidre
maximum thrust of the booster rockets on the Space
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Shuttle, probably the most technologically advancexsie
of transport on the planet, is limited by the saka
horse’s backside, about 2,000 years ago!!

The Template

The basic construct of the plate is very simplevéddgour
baseboard. Have a raised section were the tradks eh
exit from a common track. Have your common trackopi
from a fixed point and supply power to it.

The Components

The 6.5mm plug that | decided upon is a standaght ri
angle plug available at Jaycar Electronics or Dickith
for less that $2

The socket is also from the same electronics saeppld
costs around the same.

Putting it all Together

The key to my sector plate is the use of the 6.3”mono
plug and socket.

Each of these components is recessed into the Haad
this was probably the most difficult part of theojact. |
used a 20mm “Foresner” bit available from most heme
stores and even super cheap auto for my favourite pf
... (you guessed it) $2. | drilled in the plug recésst by
starting with a 20mm hole. | used a drill presstfas job,
because | have one but a hand held drill would vwosk
fine. I kept drilling small amounts out until | fy drilled
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7mm deep, checking it regularly. Next | drilled oat
shallower recess to the side of the hole to accodateo
the right angle bit of the plug. This only neededbe
about 5mm deep. This makes the plug fit in nice smaj
and although it hasn't fallen out | will be gluititgn place
once all adjustments have been made.

Next | approximated the location of the socket driled

a pilot hole straight through the baseboard. Frdm t
topside | used the 20mm “Foresner” bit again tinetto a
depth of 5mm and now the tricky bit was the undkrdi
used a 25mm bit but you could continue to use firarg
bit by just making several holes. The importannghio
remember here is that the underside of the 6.5mug pl
needs more room where the solder “legs” come dfat’s
why you need a bigger hole. The final bit of wooarking
here is the hole of the threaded section of thg.plu

Finishing it off

The only thing now left to do is wire up the traaks the
movable section of the track to the 6.5mm plug &rel
fixed wiring to the socket.

a power supply with you when you come to the clobme
and thus it will be available 24 x 7 for those memsbwith

a PowerCab throttle to bring along. Remember two
members can run concurrently as long as you remetabe
bring their own cables.

Master Mold Making - Design and

Duplication

There comes a time when everyone who builds a model
railroad needs a special tunnel portal, stone dgdeut
stone bridge support, or pillar to support a stritgt and
the darn thing just isn’t available in the commatecnarket

-- at any price. Most railroaders will needlesglye up
the special idea and settle for something secondioey
cutting an existing tunnel portal, usually with veki
results, or modifying the “perfect” scene to eliati@ the
problem. The answer to this situation is to sitvdcand
design, or copy from pictures, that “perfect” idezu had!
Its a lot simpler than most people have been led t
believe; if | can do it, so can you. Your toolgncbe
found around the house and with a little imaginatiand
some plaster, you are on your way. Now let’s ¢eettad.

Tools

The minimum tools that you need for this projee ksted
below. These same tools are used when you puescen
on your layout, so if you don’'t have them now, ywili
sooner or later.

1. A stainless steel straight edge, like a 6” medtkdr.

2. An old toothbrush, preferably one you are fie$twith
in the bathroom.

3. A couple of X-Acto knifes with #11 blades, oldilid
ones will do. If you are like most model railroasle
you're a packrat and have saved up a bunch of them.

4. Some sort of a “pick,” like a spring steel wireked into
the end of a wooden dowel with the exposed end
sharpened into a point. This is to get those siubb
plaster pieces out.

5. A comfortable chair, located in a place whetglifitty
plaster chunks can fly around without the spousgngan
eyebrow at your mess.

6. Safety glasses to protect your eyes from thibgeiitty
plaster chunks flying around. You have no idea hawch
plaster stings in the eye until one of those chuaksls
there.

7. A bunch of large straight pins for holding theolch
together while we are pouring plaster into it.

8. Some smooth (beaded type) sided Styrofoam, ¢isé b
kind has the metal foil on one side.

9. A bottle of Mountains in Minutes green latex thol
making goop, and some gauze and sticks to hefprstifp
the mold.

10. Some strips of aluminum sheet metal the sand¢hwi
as the thickness of your Styrofoam.

11. Your favorite plaster.
Getting Started

Obviously, you have some special situation or you
wouldn’'t even be considering this project. Letsy ghat
you need a special tunnel portal that you want sken
that will duplicate one you fell in love with froreome
where else. First of all, study the picture ddiiid look for
the hidden details like relief, brick or stone sgds, wood,
keystones, how the material was bonded togetheok lat
its height, width, and approximate thickness. Owoa
have developed a mental picture and a plan, maketah
of it approximately the same size that you wartbibe.
Make all your “improvements” on the paper now besau
once the plaster is poured you'll be in duck soupell
maybe wet plaster.

Dam the Thing

Since you have decided on what the exterior sizebai
you can take the Styrofoam and start making thesdsmn
the plaster doesn’t end up all over the floor. &piece of
Styrofoam about a foot square to be the base. olfrg
working in a larger scale, you may have to cutalarger
base. Next, cut some strips of Styrofoam abouinah
wide but the thickness of your portal or projedtou can
now form a square the same size as the proposedl por
exterior size. Use the straight pins to poke thtothe
Styrofoam strips to hold them in place. How doge¢ the
arch?

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Modelling Tip from Walthers
Industrial Dust Zones

Some industries are dusty places. Quarries, cement
companies, mines, grain elevators and other iniggstr
involving crushed and/or powdered materials all ehav
"footprint” of dust on their surroundings, espegidhose
from the steam and early-diesel era.

In recent years, industrial dust zones have beducea or
eliminated thanks to environmental controls, bugati're
modeling industries before the 80s, appropriatenisce
weathering is important for setting the scene. Ddpg
on the prevailing winds, the dust zone could spriad
several hundred feet around the perimeter and fwérer
in areas located downwind.

Here are a few common industries and their predantin
dust colors:

Steel Mills: Rust-colored dust on upward facingfaces

Quarries & Mines: A very light shade of the matkbeing
mined and overburden

Cement Plants: Very light gray or white powder. (o
forget to add a bit of vegetation growing on ropfavhere
the dust is thickest!)

Coal Mines & Stockpiles: Black dust, especially on
adjacent roads, railroads and waterways

Grain Elevators: Yellow/beige/tan dust on horizbnta
surfaces and rooftops, roadways and railroad tratfks
you’re modeling an era with covered hoppers, make s
to apply thick dust between the rails.

Sawmills: Yellow/beige/tan dust on horizontal suda
and rooftops, roadways and railroad tracks. Sawdilst
also stick to wood-sided walls surrounding the dayrs
near the saws. If you're modeling wood chip loadingas,
make sure to apply thick dust on the truck road and
between the rails near the loader.

For most dust zones, use powdered chalks to add the

proper amount of dust based on prototype photos. cém
also use a light airbrush spray to get a simildeatf
Remember, you don’'t want total coverage, so keep th
spray angle high so the mist drifts down onto your
structures and scenery.
