Open Your Eyes         by Paul Kaluschke 
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As can be seen in the photo I took at the bottom right of 
the front cover, timber railway buildings are not all neat 
and tidy. Over time, time itself takes a toll on a building. 
 
Notice the ends of the main timber bearers are not all alike. 
The left hand one is realatively smooth on the end, 
whereas the middle one is pretty ragged and the right hand 
one is even missing a chunck. 
 
Notice also the lower facing of the building, how there are 
bits missing and the paint has really dissappeared all 
together across the bottom of the building. 
 

 
 
In the above photo I took whilst in Adelaide last year, you 
can see what a disused railway stone building looks like. 
Notice the stone at the bottom has weathered more than 
that at the top and the interesting infill for the window to 
keep people and weather out as much as possible. 
 
A bit of wire, some rusty tin sheeting and the original 
timber, or what’s left of it after a fire swept through the 
building. 
 
You will actually see a lot of this sort of thing around if 
you actually take notice. Look around your own area at 
disused old buildings and see what you can see - I bet you 
find quite a bit that could be used to detail up a layout. 
 
 

Front Cover         by Paul Kaluschke 
 
This months’ front cover is a photo of a frog - as simple as 
that - a frog. This one is from a point up in the Canadian 
Rockies where I was at about this time of year two years 

ago - doesn’t time fly - wish I was on holidays again. Oh 
yeh, I AM!!! See you all when I get back from Europe. 
 
The frog (common crossing) refers to the crossing point of 
two rails. This can be assembled out of several 
appropriately cut and bent pieces of rail or can be a single 
casting. A frog forms part of a railroad switch, and is also 
used in a level junction (flat crossing). 
 
On lines with heavy and/or high-speed traffic, a swingnose 
crossing is often used. As the name implies, there is a 
second set of points located at the frog. This effectively 
eliminates the gap in the rail that normally occurs at the 
frog, so long as trains are moving in the direction that the 
switch is aligned to. Two switch machines are required to 
make a movable point frog switch work. 
 
This use of the word "frog" derives from the appearance of 
the triangular assemblage of rails which recalls the frog of 
a horse's hoof. 
 
The frog is a part of a horse's hoof, located on the 
underside, which should touch the ground if the horse is 
standing on soft footing. The frog is triangular in shape, 
and extends from the heels to mid-way toward the toe, 
covering around 25% of the bottom of the hoof [1]. The 
frog acts as a shock absorber for the foot when it makes 
impact with the ground, decreasing the force placed on the 
bones and joints of the leg. 
 
The frog is not only a shock absorber, but it is also an 
important part of the horse's circulatory system — it 
pumps blood up the horse's leg each time the frog makes 
contact with the ground. The blood flows down the horse's 
leg into the digital cushion, a fibrous part of the inner hoof 
located just above the frog which contains a network of 
blood vessels. The horse's weight then compresses the frog 
on the ground, squeezing the blood out of the digital 
cushion, and pushing it back up the horse's legs.

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Cannibal Creek            by Laurie Green 
 
An 'On30' Layout/Diorama That Just 
Happened! 
 

 
 
Over a period of about six months I had designed and half 
built 3 new layouts, with each one if completed, to be 
displayed at local and interstate model railroad exhibitions. 
The main criteria for all these designs was that they 
operate automatically or with the minimum of input and 
the layout feature tall trees and log loading facilities. I 
would much prefer to be building and demonstrating 
model building to the visiting public than operating trains. 
But none of them seemed to work and I couldn't put my 
finger on what I was doing wrong. It seemed the more time 
I spent at the drawing board (a computer screen) the more 
the layout didn't work. What to do?  
 
In the meantime, I had been making the 30 trees you see in 
the photograph above. 30 was the maximum that I could 
make with the amount of branch material I had on hand. 
This material is seasonal and I couldn't get anymore for 8 
months - so 30 was what I had to work with. As well, I had 
completed the three bunk houses, two offices, two donkey 
engines and one portable log loader. I also had several 
trestle decks from one of the abandoned attempts and 10 
feet of forest back scene.  
 
I had fitted the trees with headless nails in the bottom of 
the truck so they could be stood up in an old door I used as 
a spare bench in my workshop, with the intention of 
adding the final layer of green flock and a spray of 
water/glue to hold all the foliage on. This is especially 
important if the layout is to be moved to and from 
exhibitions. Having completed this final task on the trees, I 
was standing back admiring the trees when I thought I 
might start adding the structures to see how they looked 
with the trees. I then started to move the trees around into 
a forest scene with the building included. This was starting 
to take on the appearance of a layout, so I grabbed some 

track I had and laid it into the scene, along with a curved 
trestle, as can be seen opposite. Finally, I stood the back 
scene up behind the scene. Low and behold, I had designed 
a layout on the spot in one to one scale, and it worked (in 
my opinion) perfectly. It was exactly what I wanted and 
filled all the requirements I had listed for a layout. 
 

 
 
I then drew a line around what I had laid out, which 
became the outer edge of the layout, as can be seen 
opposite. I used this mock up to transfer measurements, 
building, track and tree locations to the actual layout. 
 
Because the layout is only six feet long, I wanted to divide 
the layout into three distinct scenes, with the trees 
screening each scene from the other. Also the angled ends 
enhance this division. Below can be seen the three scenes 
which run left to right in the layout.

Modelling Tips & Tricks by Walthers 
 
Water, Water Everywhere  
 
Large water features like rivers or ponds are common on 
layouts, but water can be used to detail smaller scenes too.  
 
Trackside Drainage Ditches 
Except in dry weather or desert country, a little standing 
water is usually visible along the bottom. Deeper, stagnant 
water will be covered with algae. Reeds or bushes grow on 
the sides, and you'll see an occasional old tie lying nearby.  
 
Highway Drainage Ditches 
Same general details as trackside ditches — these are 
mowed at least once during the growing season so they can 
be covered with short or tall grass. Weeds, grass or other 
vegetation grow taller around signposts and fences, and at 
the far edge of the right-of-way where it isn't trimmed.  
 
In some rural areas, these also serve as irrigation canals, 
with fairly deep water in them.  
 
Dirt & Gravel Roads 
Puddles form in wheel ruts and low spots, and will be a 
darker shade of the surrounding soil or stone colour.  
 
Street Gutters 
Standing water in gutters can imply a recent storm, or a 
freshly washed car; just add a little dark gloss at the edge 
of the curb and leaves, grass clippings and litter near storm 
drains.  
 
Junkyards 
Similar to dirt roads, but puddles and low spots have a 
rusty colour and streaks of oil on the surface.  

Railroad Yards 
Engine servicing areas take on a gray-black shine when 
wet, especially in pre-1980s scenes, because of spilled 
fuel, grease and oil. Inspection and ash pits may have a 
little standing water in them. Dirt service roads will have 
plenty of puddles. 
 
 

What Do You Do When There’s No 
Room For The Test Track ? 

            by Les Downey 
 

If you are a neat and tidy worker you need read no further.  
However if you are like me and gradually end up working 
on only one corner of your workbench then this could be a 
help. 
 

 
 
The picture above shows the usual state of my workbench 
between cleanups. With a number of projects underway 
the clutter gets worse. The test track board is somehow 
slotted ( or should that be half buried ? ) in amongst all the 
clutter on the bench.   
 
To eliminate this major reshuffle each time I want to test 
something I decided to follow the lead of the building 
industry and go upwards. 
 

 
 
The picture above shows this one hour project, which is 
simply a piece of 12mm MDF board 300mm wide and of 
suitable length. 
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It rests on the left hand shelf and has a small beading 
underneath to stop it over riding the shelf and damaging 
anything stored on there. 
 
At the other end it rests on the top of the bench vice and is 
secured by the small attached under block being clamped 
in the vice.  
 
Just to steady the back right corner a small vertical pole is 
attached to the bench and helps to keep the whole thing 
level. 
 
The track is glued down as a straight and an 880mm ( my 
minimum radius ) curve and has rubber faced wooden 
buffer stops at each end. The second track is glued on the 
straight part and can be bent to and pinned down to any 
sharper radius if required. 
 
I can get a very close look at the model being tested under 
controlled conditions and lighting in order to check the 
clearances and performance of the locomotive. 
 
If your bench doesn’t have a shelf to rest the test track on 
then a leg type support will work just as well.  
 
I tried hard to keep the bench clear but there always 
seemed to be something in the road but now it doesn’t 
matter.   
 
 

Easy and Cheap Loads for Flat Tops

Mr Blenkinsop of Leeds took out a patent for a racked or 
tooth-rail laid along one side of the road, into which the 
toothed-wheel of his locomotive worked as pinions work 
into a rack. The engine had two cylinders, instead of one 
as in Trevithick's engine. The invention of the double 
cylinder was due to Matthew Murray of Leeds, one of the 
best mechanical engineers of his time. 
 
Hmmm, Very interesting! 
 
Harnessing the power of steam, and, in doing so, un-
harnessing the power of those bloody smelly horses, as I 
have stated somewhere previously, was the primary 
concern of my old mate Dickey Trevithick, which he 
accomplished splendidly that day in Feb 1804 at Pen-y-
Darren in South Wales with his new beaut travelling 
engine pulling 10 tons of pig iron.  
 
Although Dickey played very little part in the railways 
development after that initial foray, all the after runners 
benefited greatly from his foresight and its associated 
problems, it failed pretty regularly and was extremely 
heavy, compared to horse drawn wagons, which resulted in 
many broken rails. Matty Murray of Leeds was giving it 
the once over one day when he walked around the end of 
it, not looking where he was going and cracked his head on 
the fly wheel, knocking himself out. After an intense 
investigation by Workplace Health & Safety, Matty 
decided it would be better all round if the flywheel was not 
even there and so set about designing a travelling engine 
without one.

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As the flywheel was only there to eliminate the "dead 
centre" position, he ingeniously devised a two cylinder 
engine set at 90 degrees to each other thus immediately 
eliminating the danger of head injuries to people who don't 
look where they are walking and appeasing the W .H.& S. 
(although I don't think it was very long after this that hard 
hats became compulsory ) 
 
This two cylinder principle was incorporated into the 
Middleton Colliery's locomotives by Matty for his old 
mate John Blenkinsop, Middleton Colliery's manager. 
After much discussion they decided that smooth wheels on 
smooth rails would not provide sufficient adhesion to 
propel the locomotive and its load so they set about 
building a locomotive with teeth on the outside of the 
centre drive wheel that engaged in a toothed rack running 
Along side the rail. The big day was the 24th June 1812 
when the locomotive "Salamanca" (named after a battle in 
the Peninsular War) was shown to the public for its load 
trials.  
 

 
Middleton Colliery, (1814). The first ever painting of a locomotive. 

 
The locomotive had two vertical cylinders mounted within 
the top of the boiler and the pistons drove the rack wheels 
through rods and pinions. It weighed in at 5t and could 
haul 90t on level grade at 4mph. The locomotive was a 
great success and together they produced three more. A 

local artist George Walker produced the first ever painting 
of a locomotive when he visited Middleton Colliery in 
1814. 
 
The Blenkinsop locomotives were a long way in front of 
horses but were relatively expensive to use owing to heavy 
wear between the driving gear wheel and the horizontal 
rack. Despite this, the four of them were used at Middleton 
Colliery until mid 1830s. One of the Blinkinsop loco's was 
purchased by Chris Blackett for trial at Wylam Colliery at 
Northumberland and it didn't take him long to give the 
rack and pinion idea the flick, as too expensive and too 
slow.  
 
By this time young George Stephenson was beginning to 
come into the picture, with financial backing from Lord 
Ravensworth he built the first locomotive for 
Killingsworth Colliery in 1814. It had it's fair share of 
problems and young George being a bit despondent about 
it all retired to the local for a few sups where he ran into 
Isaac Dodds, an old school mate of his, so they 
immediately put their heads together and over two or three 
or four or more pints of the amber intelligence they 
designed the second Killingsworth locomotive.  
 
One prickly point with the local residents was the exhaust 
blast bringing numerous complaints to the local council, so 
they diverted it up the chimney to muffle the noise and low 
and behold, the draft on the fire increased enough to 
substantially increase the steam pressure with no where 
near the noise. Then they removed the complicated gear 
drive, replacing it with the crosshead connected directly to 
the drive wheels through the connecting rods, thus together 
they had reached nearly all the fundamental points of the 
orthodox, classic steam locomotive of 1815, two cylinders, 
simple direct drive, exhaust turned into chimney to 
improve draft. In the second Killingsworth locomotive 
they had incorporated all the best features of the pioneer 
work of Dickey Trevithick, Johnny Blenkinsop, Matty 
Murray, Chris Blackett, Mike Boyde, Craig Mackie and 
Paul Kaluschke, the way was clear to introduce steam 
powered haulage to the proposed Stockton and Darlington 
Railway.

645E engine that generated 1,500hp. It was commonly 
used as a light road switcher or a yard switcher. A total of 
310 units were built for American railroads.

Atlas also are shipping right now a bunch more RS-3 
Locos in new roadnames and numbers for the N Scalers. 
 
Well over 1,300 RS-3 road-switcher locomotives were 
built by ALCO between 1950 and 1956. It can be 
considered one of the most successful four-axle diesel 
road-switchers ever produced by the builder. These 
1,600hp locomotives were powered by an ALCO 244 V-
12 engine which was complimented by rugged GE 
electrical components. The RS-3 was truly a versatile 
locomotive. It could be found in virtually every type of 
service from passenger and commuter runs to heavy-haul 
and local freight assignments. Original owners of the RS-3 
tended to be in the eastern and central regions of the US 
(with heavier concentrations in the northeast and 
southeast).

Modelling Tips & Tricks by Walthers 1 
 
Get Rid of that New Car Shine 
 
After a few weeks of operation, even the shiniest freight 
cars begin to show signs of use. The most prominent 
change to a freshly painted car's exterior is the dulling 
down of the paint. To simulate a car that's been on the road 
for only a few months, apply a matte-finish clear coat over 
the entire car. This will remove any unprototypical shine 
and give your rolling stock an in-service appearance. 
Several paint manufacturers make airbrush or aerosol 
matte finishes; make sure to choose one that’s plastic 
compatible. 
 
 

Modelling Tips & Tricks by Walthers 2 
 
Painting Grab Irons 
 
Many rolling stock models include preformed wire grab 
irons and handrails. For authenticity they should be 
painted once they're installed. Because typical factory 
model paints are not suitable (or economical) for bottling 
as hobby colours, modellers must often choose colours to 
match manufacturer paint. Luckily, handrails are small and 
a slight mismatch won't be easily noticed. There's no such 
thing as a perfect paint match, but here are a few things to 
consider when painting grab irons and handrails:  
 
Modelling Era 
For visibility, locomotive grab irons, especially after the 
1970s, are painted a colour that contrasts with the body.  
 
Car Type 
Freight car grabs are usually the colour of the car and 

become weathered with time. Passenger car grabs and 
handrails may be the car colour or stainless steel 
depending on the railroad and body style. Check prototype 
photos to match your favourite car.  
 
Weathering 
If the equipment is old, grabs and ladders usually weather 
to a dark brown rust. Occasionally, if a car has been 
repainted, the old colour might show through in the grip 
area.

N Scale Clubroom Layout Update

Since the opening up of the outside mainline, we’ve been 
fine tuning the trackage. A few minor repairs have been 
made and it is all running pretty nicely. A few long trains 
of light weight construction have been used to test it, 
besides normal sized and weighted trains. Here we see one 
of John Josephson’s long trains from the May meeting day. 
He really tested the layout with his trains doing full S 
shapes as they were hauled around with a double header. 
 

 
 
There are just one of two more fixes needed to make it 
REALLY nice. We’ve got a couple of joins using 
insulation joiners where the rail kicks up a bit, so we’ll fix 
that, and the main points heading into the main yard on the 
flat, need a few more power feeds to make them 100%. 
 
So, besides these few corrections, it’s all go for use of that 
outside line. Just see PK or Rod to find out how all the 
switches work for power and such and how to switch to 
DCC. 
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We’ll stop work for a month or so until the Treasurer and 
Management Committee OK the release of some more 
funds for the next stage, which is the middle mainline. 
This will require 11 more points and another box of track 
to be purchased, which will be an outlay of between $360 
and $400. 
 
So until then - it’s running day every day. AND, if you 
find a fault with the trackwork etc, PLEASE let Rod or PK 
know so we can fix it.

I found this in the NCE-DCC Yahoo Newsgroups 
 
I must admit that it ready every thread in the NCE DCC 
newsgroups.  But it was not until someone mentioned 
about speedo's that I actually though it might be possible to 
set up a Dynamometer car for my home layout.  The 

newsgroup mentions using a bicycle speedo that measures 
revolutions of the bike wheel to convert it into smph or 
scale miles per hour.  Being metric, our bicycle speedo's 
will measure in skph or scale kilometres per hour.  In 
theory, basically you set your wheel diameter to its real 
life size either a 36" or 38" wheel and mount the detector 
above the wheel and attach a magnet to the axle to 
measure revolutions.  Then mount the display on the 
wagon, and you could measure scale speed, distance 
travelled, average speed or whatever the bicycle speedo 
can do.  Seems simple enough!  I will scout around my 
loco Big-W, K-Mart and Target in the bike section for a 
suitable bike speedo, cut it up, mount it on a slightly 
butchered wagon and see what we can get happening.

The Molly-O              by Dave Barron 
 
Besides the effort to try an find a United "built" brass loco,  
I am/have purchased two PFM Class C 2 Truck Climax's 
and plan to make two  3 truck Climax's out of them.  One 
will represent the Molly-O as it was delivered to the 
Whitney Lumber Company and the other one after the big 
burn when they converted from wood to oil burner. 
 

 
 
Above is a photo the Whitney Company’s “Molly-O” 
(serial number 1509) arriving at the buyer’s destination in 
Oregon. Frank Nash (seen in the cab window), was the 
Climax employee who traveled with this new locomotive. 
This was a Class C, 80-ton loco. (photo courtesy of John 
Cummings) 
 
I have studied the two prototype photos that represent each 
of the times and I think the Class C 2 truck of climax is 
almost a dead ringer, and probably was the base for the  
United model as well.  I have two of the dummy tenders 
and will use them as well.  I will first move the powered 
truck to under the tender, then take the dummy truck, 
remove the side frames, build the center truck and put it in 

each model.  The fuel bunkers on both models will need to 
be shortened up as well as the frame but the truck location 
can remain the same.  The actual United/PFM drive train 
should pretty much remain intact, why mess with 
something that is working good as I am sure that United 
did the same.  Then there are actually several small detail 
changes around the model to bring it into order.  With the 
correct paint jobs on both the diamond stack/wood burner 
and the straight stack/oil burner I should have two very 
unique models in brass no less.  Even the hole in the foam 
for the boxes can be lengthened to accommodate the 
models but I also plan on making them so they can be 
uncoupled like the Pacific Coast Shays.  A lot of my 
guidance and measurements will come from the Hillcrest 
RR #10 Climax which is almost identical. 
 
Should be a fun project.  Back in the 1960's and 70's 
people changed brass models all the time but as they got 
more expensive that stopped.  Perhaps people lost the 
skills, lack of time, respect for the model, or the fear of 
screwing things up who knows for sure.  Maybe a little of 
each.  I want to document the whole process, with an 
article, drawings, and photo's and then present it for 
publication in one of the magazines. It would be 
interesting to actually see a United built one and compare 
either the model or photo's of the model to see how close I 
actually get.  Who knows, this may start something down 
the road too for those folks looking for a correct prototype 
that has not been modelled yet.

Well if you have not already noticed, one of the last things 
PK did before jetting OS was putting a few more pictures 
of Cassino up on the club website.  For those who don't 
know where they are located, select Members' Layouts on 
the left hand side of the home page, then select Craig's 
Cassino Layout and then check them out.  Actually there 
has even been more progress than this.  We will see if we 
can get these newer photos up over the next few months. 
  
As mentioned above I've had a slight increase to the 
rollingstock numbers.  I've spent a bit of time doing work 
on my roster.  I've added KD's to a Breakdown wagon.  

I've also added KD's to a string of 8 Lima open wagons 
(ELX type) so they can run in pairs.  I also put KD's on 
three more NSW louvre wagons that have been laying 
around.  I'm also in the process of being able to split my 8 
wagon rail train into 2 lots of 4 cars.  This train had 
dummy knuckle couplers between the intermediate 
wagons.  I've also started assembling a set of 5 pack well 
wagons that I purchased probably 3 or 4 years ago.  It will 
need painting and KD's on the ends. 
  
I had a clean out of my display case and put a few more 
wagons on the layout.  I also got out 13 of my 80' 
container flats ready to paint and put containers on.  I also 
pulled two more track cleaning cars out of the display case 
and made them ready to help keep the track clean.  I also 
made an old guards van ready for traffic, as well as 4 old 
Lima Tautliners.  I also pulled out 11 of my 60' container 
wagons and installed a few containers on them.  I have a 
couple more MLE flats that I should also scatter around 
the layout or in the loco area somewhere. 
  
I also put a chip in one of my 49 Class locos.  The other I 
think I will put up for sale.  I also have two more Lima 44 
class locos added to the queue to be chipped.  I had one 48 
class loco on the blink that would not run.  So I pulled it 
apart as I thought it may have had a loose wire.  But it did 
not!  So I put it on the programming track and somehow it 
had someone else's (another 48 class's) address.  So I 
quickly changed it to the correct address and it is now back 
available for traffic. 
  
Once I build Acacia Ridge yard next year, I think I'll need 
another 200 wagons just to populate it.  I think I'll need 
lots more louvre vans and lots of open wagons, lots more 
flat wagons with lots more containers. 
  
It looks like I might need to build a few more picnic tables 
for some President character.   
  
I have also been installing a decoder and 4 LED lights in a 
Bachmann Ballast Tamper.  That reminds me - I think I 
will finish that tomorrow as I'm sure the owner will want 
to run it sooner rather than later. 
 

  
 

I also thought that I may want to make a few more open 
wagons out of styrene over the second half of the year.  So 
I've been looking at what type would be a good fit to 
scratch building, 1 or ten.  If they were in N scale, Johnny 
J would build a beaut master and cast another 20.  It takes 
a bit more effort to do this in HO scale.   
  
I have also been writing another potential article for 
AMRM, if they choose to accept it.  I've also had some 
correspondence about 2 others.  One very small one could

photos which I really needed to set up on a diorama or 
sceniced area on my layout.  Sceniced area on my layout 
yeah right!
