An Experiment

Intro by Ed: | was browsing the web the other night when
| came upon a forum site I'd not seebefore.
ScaleRailOnline.comturned out to be a good site so is
now in my favourites and visited regularly. So check it out
at www.ScaleRailOnline.com

Whilst there | browsed away on the N Scale forum and
came acrosshis great ideaTony Huguley(has a handle
of GandyDancer) had the following "Experiment" he did
up there:

Last week, | installed a decoder in my Roundhou$e02
Mogul. The installation, actually went allot smoother than
| had expected. Really, | didreven have to raise the coal
load as many do. The room is kinda tight, and even tho |
didn't have to raise it, | did want a little more room as to
not crowd the decoder against the motor. Many know that
this is a Tender install, because on thé-@ and2-8-0
Roundhouse/Athearn locomotives, the motor drive is
located in the tender.

This is just a little experiment | am trying out to allow a bit
more room, and flexibility in that space, and as a side
effecttheoreticallyshould allow air circulation atmd the
decoder to aid in keeping it running cooler.

1st, | will explain my theory as to what | am doing. | cut
the coal out of the cover of the tender. Then, what | want
to try is to take a small piece of nylon stocking, or spandex
(in the pictures, itd nylon stocking). Color it black with
dye, or even permanent marker in this case. Glue the nylon
on the inside edges of the cut out opening. When the glue
is dry, you basically have a flexible, nylon insert where the
coal used to be. Then, using white gjliglue black dyed
kitty litter sifted to the size you want to use, over the
flexible nylon. | have used Kkitty litter, dyed black, and
other colors to use as coal, rock, or anything like that |
want it to be. When the cover is put back on, the load is as
flexible as you want it to be to stretch over the decoder and
wires, not causing them to be smashed and conformed into
place.

This coal load will also allow air to circulate in and around
the decoder and motor as well helpikeep things from
overheating, especially in a cramped location.

Here are a few pictures | have taken so far to see if this is
going to work as | hope.

This is the tender top with the coal cut out.
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T

Top of tender from a Roundhouse 2.6.0. Coal cut out

This is the top, and piece of nylon stocking (thdews
gonna kill me when she finds her stockings)

Above is theRoundhouse tender top with coal load cut
out. Small piece of nylon stocking colored black.

This is the nylon cover in place, it is not glued in yet.

Above is the énder top with nylontecking before gluing
stocking in place, and covering with black dyed Kitty litter
coal load.

This is in place. Notice the decoder you can see through it.
The Kkitty litter coal is not in place yet, and the nylon is still
not glued yet. | just wanted to tgan idea how this will
look. I will make the nylon a bit tighter so it doesn't look
too overloaded.

Tender top in place with nylon stocking. Black dyed kitty
litter will be glued onto the stocking to simulate the coal
load. Notice the decoder under #tecking (the red color).
This also provides air circulation for the cooler running of
the decoder when finished.

This next picture is a coal car | did some time ago, using
kitty litter coal load. | just added this picture to give you an
idea what a Kitt litter coal looks like. But the tender will
have a load similar to this.

This one, the nylon is glued in place. It should be sinched
up some, but it isn't reatitical.
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
