Australian N Scale Convention Report

As mentioned earlier I drove down in October to the 11
th
 

National N Scale Convention which was held in Canberra 

this time over a 3 day period. 

 

I took 3 days driving down via the New England Hwy and 

also another 3 driving back via the Newell Hwy ï sort of. 

The number of days are right, but what roads I took 

depended on what trains and old train towns and stuff was 

around. Anyway, I digress. The convention is held every 

two years with the previous also being attended by myself

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end up broke after a convention! I have a good sized bag 

full of kits, and bits and pieces of N scale railway 

paraphernalia that made the trip back with me. 

 

I stayed at the Hotel Heritage in Narrabundah (Canberra) 

which is where the convention was also held. This made it 

much easier as I then had no travel each day to or from the 

convention ï definitely the way to go. 

 

At the convention rooms there was a Treble O (1:152) 

small layout on show to show off what N scale used to be 

right at the beginning.  

 

 
 

We also had the magnificent layout of Sydney Central 

Station by Ross Baldersone, which was five years in the 

making. I remember seeing some of it at no far into the 

building phase, at the Brisbane Convention back in 2005. 

The 6 track mainline had been built, but the station itself 

was not there. 

 

Now, itôs about 3 m long by about 2 m wide and fantastic. 

This is an overview of Rossôs layout with the 6 lines 

running on the left, the park and then the station at the 

back. 

 

 
 

Here is a photo from the side. You do realise donôt you, 

that itôs all scratch built? Yep, the buildings are all from 

scratch ï tis a mighty effort. 

 

 
 

Between the station and the park, the trams, buses, taxis 

and cars would trundle along. 

 

 
 

Even this ñstone workò you see above, is scratch built 

from styrene. Ross layered it up and then got the Dremel 

out and carved it into stones!

Now I wonder if anyone reads this and makes a 

comment back to me about it - I bet no one does not 

even Craig who actually had a birthday last Saturday -

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The clock faces are brass etches custom made. And check 

it out, there is even the spiral staircase in the tower! Ross 

went up the real one a number of times to get 

measurements and such, all with special permission from 

the railway. 

 

 

Notice also under the clock the figures? Well they too are 

Dremelôed out of styrene. Please also remember in all this, 

that this is an N scale layout ï not HO or larger, but N 

scale. 

 

Below we see a corner of the station. Notice the 

balustrades ï they too are all scratch built. They are made 

up of three layers of brass etch and this gives enough of an 

impression of being round to the eye. 

 

 
 

Balconies were there and all the proper stonework. 

 

 
 

I could go on all day about this layout, but the newsletter is 

only so big. Mind you,. I had fun all over again looking at 

the photos deciding on what ones to use in the newsletter. 

 

Now, we also had at the convention rooms, the 

SNSMRCôs ñWater Streetò N scale layout. This layout had 

a lot of Kato track on it and the SMSMRC has had little 

problems at all using this type of snap track on this 

exhibition layout.
