By the Numbers

When EMD introduced its F units, customers could
increase horsepower by combining cab (A) and cabless
booster (B) units. Each-A, A-B, A-B-A or A-B-B-A set

was actually one loco; all carried the samumber with a
letter suffix such as 100A, 100B and 100C.

By the 1950s, railroads rethought the idea and rebuilt them
as individual engines with
Kansas City Southern, where one fall evening in 1956,
four different trains wereeach running with a different
engine #57!

To prevent this funny but dangerous situation from
happening again, Circular #1 was issued on January 1,
1957 to all KCS engine dispatchers. In it, all A units were
given a new "engine" number (B units werenfeeted).
Those that had an A suffix lost the letter; #72A became
#72. Units with a C or D suffix were given alew
"engine" numbers; #72D became "engine" #89, but kept
their original "unit" numbers. As a result these engines
displayed two different numbgrthe engine number in the
numberboards, and the smaller unit number painted at the
rear of the body!
